field to prosper and grow. These companies support substantial employment and economic output in New

Jersey, directly through their production of goods and services, through their suppliers, and through

spending by the people they employ.

If the Congress raises international taxes on worldwide American companies — while other nations are
adopting more competitive tax structures — it will put New Jersey companies and their employees at a
competitive disadvantage with their foreign competitors and jeopardize the substantial contributions they

make to New Jersey’s economy.
